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ARTICLE I

NAME

This organization shall be known as the GREATER POMPANO BEACH REPUBLICAN CLUB.

ARTICLE II

OBJECT

SECTION 1:
The object of this organization shall be:

(a)
To strengthen the two-party system in Florida to benefit all Floridians;

(b)
To foster and encourage loyalty to the Republican Party and to promote its ideals;

(c)
To cooperate with the official Republican Executive Committee of Broward County, Florida;

(d)
To cooperate in the election of the Republican Party's nominees;

(e)
To thoroughly study and report all information concerning governmental and political 
affairs; and,

(f)
To work for the advancement of good government at all levels.

SECTION 2:
This club shall be a non-profit organization.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1:
Membership in this organization shall be open to any qualified individual interested in the advancement of the Republican Party and the member will be expected to contribute to the harmonious conduct of the Club. To be accepted as a member, applicant must be a qualified registered Republican voter.

SECTION 2:
A member in good standing shall be a member whose dues are paid and current and who is a registered Republican voter.

SECTION 3:
Honorary Life Membership shall be conferred upon each past president who has been an active member of the Club for not less than ten (10) years. Honorary Life Members shall have all privileges of the Club, but shall be exempt from payment of annual dues.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

SECTION 1:
The officers of this Club shall consist of a President, Vice-President, a Secretary, a Treasurer.

SECTION 2:
A Parliamentarian may be appointed by the President and approved by the Executive Committee and may attend the Executive Committee Meetings as requested by the President (without vote).

SECTION 3:
A past President may attend the Executive Committee's Meetings as an Advisor to the President, when so requested, and without vote.

SECTION 4:
Duties of Officers:

(a)
The President shall preside at all meetings of the Club and of the Executive Committee; 
shall have general supervision of the work of the organization and shall be ex-officio 
member of all committees except the Nominating Committee.

(b)
The Vice-President, in the absence of the President, shall perform the duties of the 
President and shall assume Chairmanship of the Membership Committee.

 (c)
The Secretary shall keep, read and act as custodian of all the records of the Club which 
records shall, at all reasonable times, be open to inspection by any member of the Club; 
shall conduct all correspondence of the Club and perform such other duties as directed by 
the presiding officer.

(d)
The Treasurer shall receive and be custodian of all funds of the Club; shall pay all bills 
upon authorization of the Executive Committee; shall keep an account of all monies 
received and disbursed; shall submit a monthly report to both the Executive Committee 
and the general membership; and shall submit all records to an Auditor appointed by the 
President with Executive Committee approval. Said report shall consist of the receipts and 
disbursements for the fiscal year. The fiscal year shall be the first day of March through 
the last day of February. The Treasurer shall present a written report on membership, 
including the number paid-up memberships, at the Executive Committee meetings. All 
checks shall be signed by any three (3) officers during their term of office; President, 
Treasurer, Secretary.

SECTION 5:
The Executive Committee shall consist of the elected officers and appointed Committee Chairman. Each Officer and Committee Chairman shall have one vote.

SECTION 6:
The Executive Committee shall have authority to transact any necessary business between meetings; to make recommendations as to the policies of the Club; to advise the President and to fill vacancies that occur between elections. The Executive Committee shall meet on a day prior to the regular meetings. Special meetings may be called by the President or at the request of three (3) committee members. The President shall appoint the chairman of the standing committees, subject to the approval of the Executive Committee. Actions taken by the Executive Committee between regular meetings shall be subject to approval of the membership at the following regular meeting.

SECTION 7:
The term of office shall be for one (1) year and shall begin after installation at the annual meeting. A President may hold no more than two (2) consecutive terms nor shall any other officer hold any more than two (2) consecutive terms in his/her respective office. At the expiration of each term of office the respective officer shall turn over to his/her successor all documents and records pertaining to the Club.

SECTION 8:
Any officer failing to attend three (3) consecutive regular Executive Committee meetings without good cause and reasonable excuse presented, in writing, to the Executive Committee shall forfeit his/her office, whereupon the President, with the approval of the Executive Committee, shall, within a reasonable time, appoint a successor to such office.

SECTION 9: 
A vacancy in the office of President shall be filled for the unexpired term by the Vice-President. Any other vacancy shall be filled by an appointment of the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE V

MEETINGS

SECTION 1:
The Annual Meeting of the Club shall be held as a part of the regular meeting in March. Notice of this annual meeting shall appear in the February monthly newsletter.

SECTION 2:
Regular meetings shall be held on the date designated second Thursday of each month except as changed by the President and approved by the Executive Committee. The time and location of the meeting shall be notified via email to all the paid members.
SECTION 3: 
Executive Committee meetings shall be held not less than six (6) days immediately preceding the date of the regular meeting and the Secretary shall properly notify each member, by email not less than five (5) days before the day of the meeting, of the time and place of the meeting.

SECTION 4:
Special meetings may be called at the request of the President, or at the request of three (3) members of the Executive Committee, or at least six (6) Club members which request shall be in writing and shall state the reason therefore.

SECTION 5 :
Annual or Regular meeting may be cancelled or held at such other times as directed by the President after first having the approval of the Executive Committee. Regular Executive Committee meetings may be cancelled or held at such other times as directed by the President. Due notice of any such changes shall be given ten (10) days prior to the day of the meeting, in writing, to all members of the Club.

ARTICLE VI

DUES

SECTION 1:
Dues shall be $15.00 (fifteen dollars) per single membership or $25.00       (twenty-five dollars) per married couple for one (1) year. Members who wish to advertise in the newsletter shall pay $35.00 (thirty-five dollars) as a sponsor and $50.00 (fifty dollars) for a business-card sponsor for one (1) year in the monthly newsletter.

SECTION 2: 
The fiscal year shall be the first day of March through the last day of February. 

SECTION 3:
Annual dues are due at the September meeting.

ARTICLE VII

NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

SECTION 1:
At the regular meeting of the Executive Committee in December of each year, a list of no fewer than three (3) nominees for the Nominating Committee shall be developed by the members of the Executive Committee to be presented at the Regular Meeting of the Club in January for consideration in the election of a Nominating Committee. Members of the Executive Committee, proposing nominees for the nominating committee, must have obtained prior consent of willingness to serve, from the person whose name is submitted.

SECTION 2: 
At the regular meeting of the Club in January, the President will announce the names of the nominees for the nominating committee that have been proposed by the Executive Committee, and shall call for nominations from the floor, to be considered and elected, in accordance with regular parliamentary procedure.

SECTION 3:
The nominating committee shall retire immediately following their election from the floor and a Chairman shall be elected by the group. They shall return to the floor and announce the name of the Chairman.

SECTION 4:
It shall be the duty of the nominating committee to prepare a slate of one nominee each for the office of President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer, and shall advise the President of their selection within three (3) weeks after the nominating committee has been elected. The slate of the nominees for elective office shall be posted in the Club's monthly newsletter in February, one month prior to the annual election in March.

SECTION 5:
No members shall be nominated for elective office without their previous consent.

SECTION 6:
No member shall be elected to office whose dues are not current as of the previous and current year.

SECTION 7:
Immediately following the report of the nominating committee at the annual meeting in March, nominations from the floor shall be in order, provided the consent of the nominee has been obtained before the name is placed in nomination.

SECTION 8:
Election of officers shall be by ballot, however if there is but one (1) nominee for any office, a motion from the floor may elect.

SECTION 9:
A majority vote of those present and voting and whose dues are paid through the last day of February of the current year, shall constitute an election.

SECTION 10:
Provided there are more than one (1) nominee for any office, the President shall appoint an election committee of not fewer than five (5) persons, at the election meeting in March. This election committee shall be provided all election material by the Secretary. The election committee shall act as Tellers and upon conclusion of the election, the committee shall make a tabulated report thereof, and real the final count to the Club. This report will be made a permanent part of the records.

SECTION 11:
All the ballots, legal or otherwise, and the tally sheets shall be made into a package, by the election committee, sealed and signed by them, which package shall be delivered to the Secretary of the Club, and kept intact for three (3) months, after which it may be destroyed.

SECTION 12:
The Installation Ceremony shall be held at the annual meeting in March following the election of officers. Officers shall take office and assume their respective duties at the close of the Installation Ceremony.

SECTION 13:
The following Oath of Office shall be administered by the Installing Officer to the newly elected officers at the Installation Ceremony:

ARTICLEVIII

COMMITTEES

SECTION 1:
The Chairman of each of the following standing committees shall be appointed by the President, subject to the approval of the Executive Committee:

(f)  Campaign

Each chairman shall appoint his/her own Assistant Chairman.

SECTION 2:
All committees shall report to the Club at regular meetings as requested by the President and shall submit a written report at the annual meeting.

SECTION 3:
Each chairman shall appoint as many members to his/her committee as deemed necessary to adequately perform the duties required of the committee. Under the direction of the respective committee chairman, the duty of each committee is as follows:


(a)  Membership:

Secure applications for new memberships and solicit payment of dues by 



members who have become delinquent.

Recommend acceptance of new membership applications after establishing 



that the conditions of Section I of Article III of these By-Laws have been met.

The membership committee will forward new membership applications with 



accompaniment payment of dues to the Treasurer immediately upon receipt.


(b)  Publicity:

Invite newspaper and other reporter, photographer and anyone interested in 



publicizing our meeting to attend such meeting.



(2)
Edit a periodical at the discretion of the Executive Committee which shall be 



mailed to all persons on a mailing list which has been approved by the 




Executive Committee.


(c)  Program:

Arrange for all speakers and entertainment necessary and pertinent to the 



activities and enjoyment of the Club.


(d)  Reception:



(1) 
Meet and greet all members and guests at all meetings other than Executive 



Committee meetings and furnish the presiding officer with a list of visiting 



members and guests.


(e)  Finance:



(1)
Solicit for sufficient money in order to adequately meet the expenses incurred 


by the Pompano Beach Republican Club and also for sufficient money in order 


to have a contingent fund available for any emergencies which may arise.


(f)  Campaign:



(1)
To serve as liaison between the Republican Nominees for the General Election 


and the Club for the dissemination of information, and to coordinate activities 


pertaining to their campaign.



(2)
To recruit volunteers within the membership and assign responsibilities for the 


election of all Republican Nominees in the General Election.



(3)
To keep the Club informed on vacancies occurring in the Pompano Beach 



precincts of the Broward County Republican Executive Committee, and to 



encourage members of the Club who reside in those precincts to file for vacant 


office Committeeman or Committeewoman.



(4)
To obtain from the Supervisor of Elections current lists of newly registered 



Republican voters residing in the City of Pompano Beach. The committee will 



welcome these new voters by telephone, mail or in person, as soon after their 


registration as possible, and endeavor to interest them in taking an active part 


in the Republican Party, and to become members of the Club.

SECTION 4:
There shall be an outside Auditor to be appointed by the President, subject to the approval of the Executive Committee, which appointment shall be made no later than at the February Executive Committee meeting. The outside Auditor shall examine the Club books and records as are needed so as to determine the financial transactions of various officers and chairmen and shall submit a written report at the annual meeting following the reports of the other committees.

ARTICLE XI

AMENDMENTS


These By-Laws may be amended by a two-third (2/3) vote of those attending any regular meeting, provided that the proposed amendment has been presented to the Club, in writing, not less than seven (7) days before the proposed amendment is to be voted upon.

ARTICLE XII

PROXIES


The Club will recognize a written proxy vote of a member in good standing, provided:

That the proxy is in writing;

That the proxy is presented by a member in good standing and is mailed to the 


Secretary not less than five (5) days prior to the meeting date; proxies may be brought 

by hand by qualified members;


(c)
That all proxy votes shall be examined and certified by the Secretary prior to final tally 

of the vote; and,

That the Secretary shall make all proxy votes a matter of permanent record.
